Sun City Center thrives because of its volun-
teers. Volunteering keeps us active and is the
best way to meet people of similar interests.
SCC offers services not readily available in
some other areas. Each organization provides
training for its particular needs.

Security Patrol: The Sheriff's Office says Sun
City Center is one of the safest communities
in Florida. This is due, in great part, to our
volunteer Security Patrol. With five radio
cars staffed by residents who volunteer to be
trained and to patrol our streets a few hours a
month, the Patrol is the “eyes and ears of the
Hillsborough County Sheriff's Office”.

Emergency Squad SCC has an all-volunteer
Basic Life Support service. Our 4 ambulances
and 2 wheelchair vans, generally meet the
emergency medical transportation needs of
our community without charge to residents.

At least one Emergency Medical Technician
(EMT) rides on each ambulance call along
with teammates who are qualified as First Re-
sponders. The Squad has wheelchairs, walk-
ers and canes available for loan.

A Great History ...

“A retirement community for people of mod-
est means” was an experimental theory when
Del Webb’s Sun City opened in 1961. Our
real name, Sun City Center, was assigned by
the U.S. Post Office because another Florida
community is known as “Sun City”.

Del Webb envisioned a community of healthy,
active people enjoying life in a near perfect
climate. An all-volunteer Board is responsi-
ble for the Community Association facilities.
In fact, volunteerism is the cornerstone of our
community, its organizations and lifestyle.

When you need them

Hillsborough County provides Advanced Life
Support and fire protection services from a
facility near the center of Sun City Center.
Response time for 9-1-1 calls is very short.

South Bay Hospital with 112-beds, is within
golf-cart range of Sun City Center homes on
SR-674, provides geriatric, emergency and
acute medical care. Its new Emergency Room
facilities are first class. Doctors’ offices and
rehabilitation and testing facilities surround

the hospital.

Samaritan Services Volunteers offer
companion care, Meals on Wheels,
Alzheimer’s support and Respite Care, and
information about government services.

They provide transportation for shopping,
meetings, and appointments for residents at no
charge.

Lifeline Medical Alert: This national push
button emergency calling service is installed
and maintained by local volunteers.
